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STATUTORY DECLARATION

 AS TO OCCUPATIONAL EXPOSURE TO ASBESTOS
Instructions: 
This is a model Statutory Declaration, to be sworn by a member who, 

apprehending that they may have been occupationally exposed to ASBESTOS at some point during their career, now wishes to leave a record of that exposure to be accessed by their surviving dependents to further any legal claims that might be made, as well as to provide a permanent record via the AIMPE membership database that can be accessed by other AIMPE members as further corroborating evidence in other cases. 

Why do it now when you have no evidence of Asbestos-disease? 

Because you will not know for 30 or 40 years whether you will contract such Asbestos-related disease, and your memory may be better now to help you compile this information. 
Use this model Statutory Declaration as a GUIDE. 
Get an electronic copy of this from our website www.aimpe.asn.au and type in all the information that you can and attach copies of all documents that might support/prove what you say. 
If you want, get some legal advice as to whether you have provided enough facts, particularly regarding the presence of asbestos in your workplace, to support a claim against your employer should you contract an Asbestos-related disease. 
Remember the more detail and supporting photographs or documents you can attach, the more EVIDENCE you are providing for some future legal proceedings for you, your dependents or a work-mate.

What to do with this Statutory Declaration
When complete, with all supporting documents attached, please:-

· Scan your Statutory Declaration and all documents into Adobe Acrobat [‘PDF’] format and email to HOadmin@aimpe.asn.au so that we can store an electronic copy of your documents and cross-reference on our membership database; and
·  Keep the original of your Statutory Declaration and all supporting documents in safe storage with your important papers and inform your dependents of it’s existence as a resource should you contract an Asbestos-related disease. 
· If there is a good response by other members to this initiative then the database may also reveal cross-references to other members who were employed on the same ships and who have completed and stored similar declarations.]
